Language In Worship: Because language has the power to shape our thinking about one another, All Saints Church
makes every effort to bring the language of worship into conformity with the principles of biblical theology that affirm
that the personhood of God embraces all expressions of gender lovingly and equally. Therefore, in our worship, we take
our Bible readings from an inclusive language lectionary, which is often truer to original sources in references to people,
and expands our concept of God beyond exclusively masculine terms. In Prayer Book liturgies we make minimal but
symbolically important changes which denote our commitment to inclusive expression. Some historical texts that are
widely known and loved are left unaltered. The words of the liturgy are from the 1979 Book of Common Prayer and

Message and from Inclusive Hebrew Scriptures and New Testament published by Priests for Equality.

The readings are from the New Revised Standard Version of the Bible, lectionary year C, as well as from 7he

Minister: The Good News of Jesus as written in John (1:1-18).

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The Word was present to God
from the beginning. Through the Word all things came into being, and apart from the Word nothing came into
being. In the Word was life, and that life was humanity’s light. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness
did not overcome it. There came one sent from God, whose name was John. He came as a witness to testify to the
light, so that all might believe through him. He himself was not the light, but he came to testify to the light. The
true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming into the world. The Word was coming into the world — was in the
world — and though the world was made through the Word, the world did not recognize it. Though the Word came
into its own realm, the Word's own people did not accept it. Yet any who did accept the Word, who believed in that
Name, were empowered to become children of God — children born not of natural descent, nor urge of flesh, nor
human will — but born of God. And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the
glory as of a parent’s only child, full of grace and truth. John testified by proclaiming, “This is the one I was talking
about when I said, ‘The one who comes after me ranks ahead of me, for this One existed before I did." Of this One's
fullness we have all had a share — gift on top of gift. For while the Law was given through Moses, the Gift — and the
Truth — came through Jesus Christ. No one has ever seen God; it is the Only Begotten, ever at God's side, who has
revealed God to us.

Whoever you are and wherever you are on your journey of faith, there is a place for you at Christ’s
table. When it comes time for communion, everyone of any age is welcome to receive either
communion or a blessing.

If you wish to receive the bread, when you come to the front you may kneel or stand at the altar rail and
hold your hands together in front of you to receive the bread.
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If you wish to receive wine, help guide the cup to your lips or, if you prefer not to receive the
wine, you may touch the base of the cup when it is presented to you.

If you wish to receive a blessing, when you come to the front, cross your arms over your chest, and you
will be offered a blessing.

Gluten-free wafers and grape juice are available at your request on the back side rails.

By tradition, The Episcopal Church offers Holy Communion to all baptized persons. If you are not
baptized, but wish to receive, we invite you to participate fully in the opening part of the service, called
the Ministry of the Word, hearing God's word and reflecting on your life, enabling you to come to the
table for communion, if you so choose, with a heart prepared to receive. We hope that if you feel
touched by the word and sacrament and wish to learn more about the life-giving power of the Spirit of
the Risen Christ you will contact Tim Rich to inquire about participating in Holy Baptism.

What is Sacred Ground?

Sacred Ground is a film-and-readings-based
dialogue series on race, grounded in faith.
Small groups are invited to walk through
chapters of America’s history of race and rac-
ism, while weaving in threads of family story,
economic class, and political and regional
identity. Part of Becoming Beloved Communi-
ty — The Episcopal Church’s long-term com-
mitment to racial healing, reconciliation, and
justice in our personal lives, our ministries,
and our society — the 11-part series is built
A Film-Based Dialogue Series on Race & Faith around a powerful online curriculum of doc-
umentary films and readings that focus on
Indlgenous Black, Latino, and Asian/Pacific American histories as they intersect with European Ameri-
can histories.

The series is open to all, and especially designed to help white people talk with other white people. Par-
ticipants are invited to peel away the layers that have contributed to the challenges and divides of the
present day - all while grounded in our call to faith, hope and love.

Sacred Ground is not brand new to All Saints Church. In 2021 a number of parish leaders and staff mem-
bers assisted in introducing the program here in the Diocese of Los Angeles. Many of those who par-
ticipated at that time were hoping to widen the circle by creating a parish-wide opportunity to engage
with the material.

Who created Sacred Ground and Why?

The dialogue series developer and author is Katrina Browne, producer/director of the documentary
Traces of the Trade: A Story from the Deep North. Browne is a lifelong Episcopalian who is dedicated
to racial justice and healing. As a white woman, she is particularly concerned with the important work
white people need to do in conversation with each other, as part of the larger project of Becoming Be-
loved Community.
