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Cutting
Note: The pattern uses 2-at-a-time HST (half-
square triangle units) cut 7⁄8" larger than the 
finished unit size. If you prefer to have more room 
to trim and square up your HST units, cut all 27⁄8" 
strips and squares at 3" instead (or your preferred 
measurement). The fabric requirements allow for 
enough yardage to cut 3" strips and squares.  

From Fabrics A, and J, cut from each:
(2) 41⁄2" x WOF, subcut

(16) 41⁄2" x 41⁄2"

From Fabrics B, C, G, and M, cut from each:
(1) 41⁄2" x WOF, subcut 

(8) 41⁄2" x 41⁄2"

From Fabrics D, E, I, and N, cut from each:
(1) 41⁄2" x WOF, subcut 

(6) 41⁄2" x 41⁄2"

From Fabric F, cut:
(2) 41⁄2" x WOF, subcut 

(12) 41⁄2" x 41⁄2"

From Fabric H, cut:
(2) 211⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(4) 211⁄8" x 211⁄8" squares, then cut each 
square diagonally twice to yield (12) side 
setting triangles 

(1) 107⁄8" x WOF; subcut 
(2) 107⁄8" x 107⁄8" squares. With both squares 
oriented so racoons are right-reading, cut 
1 square diagonally from the top left to 
bottom right and cut the other square once 
diagonally in the opposite direction to yield 
(4) corner setting triangles.

From Fabric K, cut:
(2) 21⁄2" x WOF; subcut 

(20) 21⁄2" x 21⁄2" for cornerstones

From Fabric L, cut:
(2) 21⁄2" x WOF; subcut 

(25) 21⁄2" x 21⁄2" for block centers

From Fabrics O and Z, cut from each:
(3) 27⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(32) 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" for HST units

From Fabric P, cut:
(7) 21⁄2" x WOF; subcut 

(100) 21⁄2" x 21⁄2"
(16) 27⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(200) 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" for HST units

From Fabrics Q, T, U, and X, cut from each:
(2) 27⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(16) 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" for HST units

From Fabric R, cut:
(2) 27⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(24) 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" for HST units

From Fabrics S, V, W and Y, cut from each:
(1) 27⁄8" x WOF; subcut 

(12) 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" for HST units

From Fabric AA, cut:
(49) 21⁄2" x WOF; subcut 

(12) 21⁄2" x 301⁄2" long sashing strips
(8) 21⁄2" x 161⁄2" short sashing strips
(32) 21⁄2" x 141⁄2" block row sashing strips
(100) 21⁄2" x 61⁄2" block sashing strips

From Fabric AB, cut:
Enough 21⁄2"-wide bias strips to make 380" 
(9.6m) of bias binding
OR if you prefer to make continuous bias 
binding, cut a 34" square
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Instructions
All seam allowances are 1⁄4" and pieces are sewn 
right sides together. Press seam allowances open 
unless otherwise stated.

1.	 Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner on 
the wrong side of each Fabric P 27⁄8" x 27⁄8" 
(or 3")  HST square. Pin a marked square right 
sides together on top of each corresponding 
Fabric O, Q-Z HST square. Sew 1⁄4" from 
both sides of the line, cut apart on the line, 
and press to yield 2 matching HST A units. 
Trim to square up as needed to 21⁄2" x 21⁄2" 
(2" finished size), keeping the diagonal seam 
centered in the corners.

2.	 Sew (2) matching HST units together 
as shown, noting the orientation of the 
diagonal seams, to make a B Unit. Make 
(16) each Fabrics O and Z, (12) from 
Fabric R, (8) each from Fabrics Q, T, U, and 
X, and (6) each from Fabrics S, V, W and Y.

3.	 Sew (2) matching HST units and a Fabric P 
21⁄2" x 21⁄2" square together as shown, noting 
the orientation of the diagonal seams, to 
make a C Unit. Make (16) each from Fabrics 
O and Z, (12) from Fabric R, (8) each from 
Fabrics Q, T, U, and X, and (6) each from 
Fabrics S, V, W and Y.

4.	 Sew a matching B and C Unit to a 41⁄2" x 41⁄2" 
square, using the table below to group the 
units, to make a D Unit. Make the quantity 
of D Units listed for each fabric pairing in 
the table.

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5.	 Sew (4) D Units together as shown with (4) Fabric AA 21⁄2" x 61⁄2" block sashing strips and (1) Fabric L 21⁄2" x 21⁄2" block center square in 3 rows of 
3 to complete a Bear Paw Block (141⁄2" x 141⁄2" including seam allowances). Make a total of 25 Blocks in the color groupings and quantities shown.

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6.	 Make (2) each of the sashing rows as shown using the Fabric AA 301⁄2" and 161⁄2"-long sashing strips and Fabric L 21⁄2" x 21⁄2" cornerstones.

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Quilt Top Assembly
Note: Follow the Quilt Layout diagram (page 8) 
while assembling the quilt. Press seam allowances 
towards the Sashing Strips.

7.	 Referring to the quilt layout diagram for 
block placement, arrange the blocks, sashing 
rows, Fabric AA 21⁄2" x 141⁄2" block row 
sashing strips, and Fabric H setting triangles 
in diagonal rows, and making sure to place 
the setting triangles so the directional print 
is correctly oriented all around the quilt top. 
The Fabric K cornerstones in the sashing 
rows should be aligned horizontally across 
the quilt top when arranged correctly.

8.	 Sew the blocks, Fabric AA sashing strips, 
and Fabric H setting triangles together into 
7 block rows.

9.	 Sew the block rows and sashing rows 
together, then add the remaining 2 corner 
triangles. 

Finishing
10.	Sew together the 21⁄2" Fabric AB bias binding 

strips end-to-end. Press seams open. Press 
the binding strip in half wrong sides together. 

11.	Layer backing (wrong side up), batting, and 
quilt top (right side up). Baste the layers 
together and quilt as desired. Trim excess 
batting and backing even with the top after 
quilting is completed.

12.	Leaving an 8" tail of binding, sew the binding 
to the top of the quilt through all layers 
matching all raw edges. Miter corners. Stop 
approximately 12" from where you started. 
Lay both loose ends of binding flat along 
quilt edge. Where the loose ends meet, fold 
them back on themselves and press to form 
a crease. Using this crease as your stitching 
line, sew the two open ends of the binding 
right sides together. Trim seam to 1⁄4" and 
press open. Finish sewing binding to quilt. 

13.	Turn the binding to the back of quilt and 
hand-stitch in place.
