Classroom Wishlist

The Classroom Wishlists are an easy way to keep updated on the types of learning materials
your child’s teacher needs. The teacher creates a list of the materials they need to create a
print-rich environment in their classroom that benefits every student. By supporting your
teacher’s Classroom Wishlist, you help build healthy reading habits in your child.

To gift a book to your teacher, simply select “Gift to Class” under the book on the wishlist.
Gifts will show separately in your cart, but will ship to your classroom together with books
you have purchased for your home.

Pro tip: Titles on Classroom Wishlists can also be great picks for your child's home library!
Teacher Recommendations

READ TOGETHER

Participate by taking turns
reading passages aloud.

Provide your child access to books
(e.g., build up your child’'s home library).
