e Bunchgrasses can be used ornamentally as specimens or in groups.
e Sod forming grasses can make great low maintenance turf and offer savings in mowing,

fertilizing, and irrigation.

o Grasses provide excellent forage and cover for birds and beneficial insects.

Seasons: Cool season grasses green up earlier in the spring and can go dormant and turn brown in
the heat. Warm season grasses stay dormant longer in the spring and grow during the warmer

season.

Grasses prefer full sun unless stated otherwise in the notes section.
