FIRE & EMS Report

Response calls: 50 Fire runs, and 138 EMS calls were made in May for a total of 188
calls for service.

CPR: Members taught 2 CPR classes in May. We will be scheduling some community
CPR classes in the upcoming months.

Training: Members have completed 1159 hours of training through the month of May.
Topics this month included Fire Boat Ops, Inspecting Target Hazards, Ventilation, and
Pre-planning. EMS training was Pain Management, and in-service on our new
equipment. Our training requirements restart every January and include at least 100
hours of Fire, and 40 hours of EMS training per person.
