o Place at least 1 detector on each level (minimum 1 detector
outside each sleeping area)

Maintenance-

e Change the battery in the Spring and Fall when you set your
clock

o Test the detector every month

e Vacuum the vents of the detector at least once a year

e Always follow manufacturers instructions

e The National Fire Protection Association recommends
replacing your smoke detector every 10 years
