The Importance of Jury Service

When our ancestors came to the United States, they
brought with them the concept of trial by jury. This
great privilege, which they regarded as their birth-
right, protected them from the oppressive power of
the king and the arbitrary or partial judgment of the
court. It is not surprising, then, that the Founding Fa-
thers incorporated the concept of trial by jury into the
Constitution of the United States. Article III, Section
2, and the Sixth and Seventh Amendments provide
each of us with this fundamental and basic right. Ac-
companying this right and privilege, however, is the
obligation to participate actively in the judicial pro-

cess as a juror. The successful operation of the judi-
cial system which is designed to protect the rights of
each of us depends upon the willingness of men and
women of sound judgment and absolute honesty and
fairness to serve.

Each month approximately 2,000 prospective ju-
rors are summoned under the direction of the Court
Administrator and the Board of Judges. The selection
is at random by computer from the drivers’ license
list.

Serving as a juror is one of the fundamental rights
and privileges of being a United States citizen. You
should welcome the experience. Most people who ac-
tually serve as a juror on a trial will tell you that itisa
very educational and interesting experience.

The Court recognizes the inconvenience jury ser-
vice may cause. However, the success of the jury sys-
tem depends upon the willingness of men and women
of integrity and intelligence to accept jury service,
and upon the fidelity with which they discharge that
responsibility.

Since July 1, 1998, the Carbon County Domestic
Relations Office has been a part of the Pennsylva-
nia Child Support Enforcement System, known as
PACSES. All counties in Pennsylvania are a part of
this statewide-computerized system. As of October
1, 1999, a centralized office in Harrisburg, known
as the State Collection and Disbursement Unit
(SCDU), handles all support payments and check
processing. This has changed the way support mon-
ey is collected and disbursed in Carbon County. All
other services are still provided through the Car-
bon County Domestic Relations Office.

The Domestic Relations Office does not address
problems with custody and visitation. The appro-
priate legal authority to handle these matters is
either an attorney or the Court.

JURY DUTY INFORMATION

Carbon County’s Jury Depart-
ment, with the help of a state-of-
the-art computer system, selects,
qualifies, and summons jurors
each month for civil and criminal
trials.

The Court is very sensitive to
the convenience of jurors as well as
the sacrifice made in serving as ju-
rors. If you are selected as a juror,
you will serve for the duration of
that trial only.

The typical trial is normally
completed in one day. If you are not
selected, you will be dismissed. In
either case, you will have fulfilled
your jury service obligation and
will not be called again for at least
one year.

Prior to their scheduled appear-
ance, jurors telephone a voice mail
system to determine if they are
required to report, or if inclement
weather or other developments re-
quire a change in the court date or
time.

Jurors report on the first day
of the trial term (session) and are
selected for all cases scheduled for
that term. They are either assigned
a specific trial date or instructed to
call the voice mail system for their
assignments.

SELECTION FOR
JURY SERVICE
Each session (approximately 10
per yr.), questionnaires are mailed
to prospective jurors. Their names
are pulled by computer from a
master resident file compiled from
registered licensed drivers. The
questionnaire is to be completed
and returned within 10 days. An of-
ficial summons is also a part of this

mailing.

In order to qualify for jury ser-
vice you must meet the following
requirements:

» You must not have been convict-
ed of a crime punishable by im-
prisonment for more than one
year.

« You must be able to read, write,
and speak the English language.

+ You must be physically and men-
tally able to perform the func-
tions of a juror.

- You must be a United States
citizen at the time you are sum-
moned.

* You must be a Carbon County
resident and at least 18 years of
age to serve on Jury Duty in the
56th Judicial District of Carbon
County.

IF YOU QUALIFY
FOR JURY SERVICE:

« Complete and mail the Ques-
tionnaire back to the Jury De-
partment within 10 days of re-
ceipt. Bring the Summons with
you when you report. Be sure to
carefully read all of the instruc-
tions before you report for ser-
vice. Report to 2nd Floor, Court-
house, Courtroom #1.

« If you wish to request a post-
ponement or need to be excused
from jury service for an extreme
hardship, you must indicate the
reason and return it with the
completed questionnaire and
return it within 10 days.

- Persons with disabilities should
notify the Jury Department
within 10 days from receipt of
summons for jury service of any
request for accommodations.

- YOU MUST BRING THE ORIG-
INAL SUMMONS WITH YOU
WHEN YOU REPORT FOR SER-
VICE. DO NOT GIVE YOUR
ORIGINAL SUMMONS TO
YOUR EMPLOYER. PROOF OF
JURY SERVICE IS PROVIDED

Carbon County Adult Probation and Parole Depart-
ment provides community supervision for criminal of-
fenders who have been placed on bail, probation, parole,
or intermediate punishment under the jurisdiction of
the Carbon County Court of Common Pleas Courts. The
department also prepares reports for all criminal mat-
ters to aid the Court in sentencing.

The Department currently supervises over 1,800 of-
fenders. The primary mission of the department is to
partner with the community in providing evidence-based
and appropriate supervision to enhance public safety
through holding offenders accountable while providing
offenders with the tools to make positive change and to
become productive members of society.

Pretrial Services: The Department currently super-
vises offenders ordered by the Magisterial District Judg-
es to supervised bail. Offenders must comply with stan-
dardized conditions. This allows lower risk offenders to
be released from the jail and to address any treatment

needs.

Presentence Investigations: When requested by
the Court, the Department prepares a report that is bi-
ographical in nature. It covers such areas as prior crimi-
nal record, family history, educational and employment
history, as well as prior treatment history for any type of
addiction or illness. The report also includes recommen-
dations for appropriate sentencing. The Court uses the
Presentence Investigation Report as a tool in determin-
ing the appropriate sentence for that offender.

Accelerated Rehabilitative Disposition (ARD)

Program: This program is only available to de-
fendants recommended by the District Attorney. The
department supervises all offenders placed in this pro-
gram. This program is designed to divert first-time DUI
or minor offense offenders from having a criminal con-
viction. Upon successful completion, the program allows
for the dismissal of criminal charges and the expunge-
ment of their criminal record.

Community Supervision: The Department has
geographically assigned Officers who provide general
supervision services to offenders who reside in Carbon
County. General supervision requires the officer to meet
and counsel offenders in a variety of settings, which in-
clude the Adult Probation Office, the offender’s home
and various community settings.

As part of the supervision, the officer assesses the
offender risk and needs, determines the level of super-
vision and recommends placement in the appropriate
programs and/or services when deemed necessary. In
the event an offender violates any of the conditions of
supervision, the officer will file a petition to revoke the
sentence.

Restrictive Conditions of Probation: The Depart-
ment is currently responsible for the supervision of
those offenders sentenced to Restrictive Conditions of
Probation. This program is partially funded through a
grant from the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and
Delinquency. This program includes house arrest, home
electronic monitoring, intensive supervision and resi-
dential inpatient treatment. These sentencing options
divert offenders from incarceration.

Specialty Courts: The Department provides support
and supervision to both the Veterans Treatment Court
and the Drug Treatment Court. Specialty Courts repre-
sent a collaborative effort with Veterans and those with
substance abuse disorders to promote sobriety, recovery
and goals toward giving each participant the opportuni-
ty to become a healthy, productive member of society.

case may not necessarily
be perfect for you.

- Contact your local bar
association. According to
the ABA®, bar associa-
tions in most communities
will make referrals accord-
ing to specific areas of law.
This can ensure people
without much or any ex-
perience hiring lawyers
find one with the right ex-

perience and practice con-
centration. Local referral
services also may help,
and the ABA® notes that
many, though not all, have
competency requirements
for lawyers who wish to be
referred. When speaking
with a referral service, ask
if they have such require-
ments in place and how
frequently they reevaluate
lawyers they refer.

- Recognize what you
need. Lawyers specialize
in many different areas

of the law, so finding the
right lawyer is not a one-
size-fits-all venture. Some-
one who needs help with
estate planning will be
looking for a different law-
yer than someone seeking
a personal injury special-
ist. Individuals are urged
to identify which services
they need and then narrow
their search to include
only those lawyers who
specialize in providing
them.

- Consider your com-

fort level. The ABA® urges
individuals to make their
own comfort levels with a
given lawyer a top priori-
ty. Lawyers serve as their
clients’ representation, so
their clients must be com-
fortable telling them all
they need to know to rep-
resent them to the best of
their abilities.

The mission of this Office is to provide delinquent
youths with programs of supervision, care, and reha-
bilitation utilizing a balanced approach of protection of
the community, accountability for offenses committed,
and development of competencies in order to become
responsible and productive members of the communi-
ty. All misdemeanor and felony charges filed against
minors, age 10 to 17, are processed by this department.
This Department of the Court of Common Pleas has de-
veloped and now provides the following services to the
public and the youths of Carbon County:

COMMUNITY PROBATION

Two Juvenile Probation Officers visit the Senior and
Junior High Schools of Lehighton, Palmerton, Weather-
ly, Panther Valley, and Jim Thorpe as well as the Car-
bon County Vocational Technical School on a regular
basis to deal with juveniles who are under the Juvenile
Probation Office’s supervision. Meeting weekly helps
the juveniles deal with their problems and ensures that
the juveniles are in compliance with the conditions of
their supervision. As a member of the schools’ Student
Assistance Programs, information is exchanged rela-
tive to probation clients and results in the development
of appropriate treatment plans for juveniles.

COMMUNITY SERVICE PROGRAM

This program enhances the Balanced Approach of
Restorative Justice by assisting area non-profit or-
ganizations, such as fire companies, churches, local
schools, townships, boroughs, and civic organizations
with numerous projects that benefit the community.
Juveniles can also participate in the restitution pro-
gram completing community service hours. Juveniles
work for minimum wage with that money being paid
directly to the juvenile crime victim.

RORTHERST

INTAKE

The intake procedure expedites the intake process
on all referrals received by having one officer review
all case material, conduct an intake interview with the
juvenile and his/her guardian, recommend a dispo-
sition for each case, and then assigns the case to the
appropriate Juvenile Probation Officer for final dispo-
sition.

VICTIM/WITNESS SERVICES

A Victims/Witness brochure provides information
on how to participate in all phases of the Juvenile Court
process. A Victim Claim Form allows each victim an
opportunity to submit a restitution claim against the
juvenile and provides an avenue to express his or her
expectations regarding disposition of the case. A grant
was received from the Federal government in which
the Victim’s Resource Center provides additional ser-
vices to victims of juvenile crime.

STUDENT VISITATION PROGRAM

In an effort to expose students to the Judicial Sys-
tem, the Juvenile Probation Office extends to all area
schools an opportunity to witness actual court proceed-
ings. This program allows students to observe crimi-
nal court proceedings, to ask questions of both Court
personnel and the Judges, and to witness real life by
enlightening them on the consequences of their behav-
ior. Hopefully, this experience will help serve as a de-
terrent to high-risk behaviors such as crime and drug
and alcohol abuse.
