EXPLORE MYLAPORE’s LESS KNOWN SIDE.  
WALKS, CYCLE TOUR THIS WEEKEND
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If there was one place to immerse in 
Carnatic music deeply this margazhi season, 
it was/is at the  Shrikara Anjaneya Raghav-
endra Swami Temple in Mylapore.

At this quiet little space that traces its 
link with a mutt in Udupi, concerts are held 
at pre-dawn for the past fortnight and will 
go on till January 14.

The lights are not switched on here; but 
the place is lit with dozens of oil lamps. 
There are no mikes nor speakers; the voices 
of artistes and the music of their instru-
ments float around. The audience has to sit 
on the floor of a mid-sized chamber.

In short – this is how chamber concerts 
were held in the old days. Perhaps this prac-
tice is still followed in small temples  

in Kerala.
The standards of the concert performance 

may be variable but it is the setting and the 
rapt involvement of the artistes and the  
rasikas, some 15 or 20 people, that make 
such concerts impactful.

The “temple” is the Shrikara Anjaneya 
Raghavendra-swami shrine and is the local 

branch of the Puttige Mutt  
of Udupi; it is located off Sun-
dareswarar and Salai Street, 
some 40 metres  beyond 
Lady Sivaswami Ayyar Girls 
School.

 This temple has a beauti-
ful black oxide cement floor, 
the hi-gloss of the floor nicely 
picks up the glow of oil lamps 
and the mellow light of the 
break of dawn streaming in 
through the small ventilators.

The space has an intimacy 
about it and the acoustics are 
more than acceptable . 

The artistes sit right in 
front of the sanctum, their  
faces lit by the glow from 
the oil lamps arranged on a 
wooden frame.

On the day I was here, the 
rasikas were mostly ranged 
around the walls of this  
chamber, some 25 x 35 feet.

That morning, the vocalist was Rasika 
Kumar, all of 14 or 15. She is from  
Philadelphia in USA and is a student of 
Neyveli Santhanagopalan, senior vocalist 
and teacher. He visits the USA for about 
four months each year and teens like Rasika 
study under him.

Since early December, I have been, with Ramya Mani, trying 

to convince some people to be active participants in a themed

The effort has tested us. But we did not give up and have 
made the event a reality.

One person I connected with was the genial headmistress of 
Lady Sivaswami Ayyar Girls School in Mylapore. I urged her to 
get her art/craft teachers to form a team and create an exhibit.

Last week, out of the blue, she called back to 
say her colleagues would set up an exhibit even 
though the school was closing for the Pongal  
holidays. During this conversation, she updated 
me on some recent high points on campus.

Among these was the sweet success of a team 
of girls who had won a top spot in a state-level 
cultural meet. They won a prize for presenting the 
best creative puppet show at this meet that started 
as a city and zone-level contest.

How can I witness what the girls did?, I asked the HM.
Come to our Pongal event tomorrow, she suggested.
And so on Day Two of the Mylapore Festival, long after the 

morning concert in Sri Kapali Temple, which our collaborators 
and funders, Sundaram Finance now curates, I dropped into the 
school campus.

I met the members of the puppet team who showed me the 
bommais they had made from board, cloth and paper, I chat-
ted with three teachers who had taken up the challenge of this 
assignment when none had any knowledge of this performance 
craft and then, I sat through a delightful 12-minute show in a 
house that was packed with some 500 students.

And then, I convinced the HM and the teachers to stage  
the puppet show on Day Three of the Mylapore Festival.  
That is on January 11 evening at the Main Shows arena, outside 
Sri Kapali Temple. 

Our street cultural festival provides space for young people 
who bubble with creativity. And since the last Festival, we have 
taken artistes to local schools so that the children can absorb 
great art.

This year, while a team of traditional puppeteers from Kan-
niyakumari led by Muthuchandran perform in three schools and 
in three residential communities, artiste Sasirekha presented 
themed Katha-kalakshepam at three schools and says she was 
amazed at the attention girls at two schools paid to her show of 
about 35 minutes.

Even as we tied up the campus tours, we began to get calls 
from other schools and residential quarters, asking if the artistes 
would perform for them. I guess the Pongal festival mood had  
set in.

For us, there is an inner joy; of a Festival going beyond  
concerts, contests and workshops
