Restoring Windows via Pendrive

The below information will provide step by step instructions to restore a complete fresh version of
Windows 11. Please read all instructions first as it is important they are carried out in the correct
order.

Please be aware that all data on your Operating System (OS) drive will be deleted, so please make
sure that any data you need is backed up on another storage drive.

Step 1 - Turn off the PC and disconnect all drives (SATA and M.2 drives) apart from the drive that
current contains the OS. This will prevent you from accidentally installing Windows onto any other
drive apart from the OS drive.

Step 2 - Insert the recovery USB drive into a spare USB port.
Step 3 — Boot to the USB drive.

To do this switch your PC on and then press repeatedly one of the following keys depending on the
manufacturer of your motherboard until you see an image that looks similar to the below.

ASUS - F8
Gigabyte — F12
Intel - F10
ASRock - F11

You will then see an image that should looks something like the below. Choose the option that
indicates the USB drive (Kingston). The UEFI version must be selected.

If not click ‘Change product key’
and enter the Windows activation code supplied with your PC.
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
