She went on to say that “in 2015, we revised the Construction Arbitration Rules and Mediation Procedures
and, as previously done in the Commercial Rules and Mediation Procedures with documented success,
added a mediation step to help parties resolve their disputes themselves with the assistance of a
mediator.”
