that have fewer than fifty lots and that do not contract with a third
party to perform management services on behalf of the association, the
association shall provide a statement of account in lieu of a periodic
payment book to the member with the same frequency that assessments are
provided for in the declaration. The statement of account shall include
the current account balance due and the immediately preceding ledger
history. If the association offers the statement of account by electronic
means, a member may opt to receive the statement electronically. The
association may stop providing any further statements of account to a
member if collection activity begins by an attorney, or a collection
agency that is not acting as the association's managing agent, regarding
that member's unpaid account. After collection activity begins, a member
may request statements of account by written request to the attorney or
collection agency. Any request by a member for a statement of account
after collection activity begins by an attorney or a collection agency
that is not acting as the association's managing agent must be fulfilled
by the attorney or the collection agency responsible for the collection.
The statement of account provided by the attorney or collection agency
responsible for the collection shall dinclude all amounts claimed to be
owing to resolve the delinquency through the date set forth in the
statement, including attorney fees and costs, regardless of whether such
amounts have been reduced to judgment.

M~ N. An agent for the association may collect on behalf of the
association directly from a member the assessments and other amounts owed
by cash or check, by mailed or hand-delivered bank drafts, checks,
cashier's checks or money orders, by credit, charge or debit card or by
other electronic means. For any form of payment other than for cash or
for mailed or hand-delivered bank drafts, checks, cashier's checks or
money orders, the agent may charge a convenience fee to the member that is
approximately the amount charged to the agent by a third-party service
provider. THE ASSOCIATION MAY NOT TRANSFER OWNERSHIP OR CONTROL OF DEBT
FOR COMMON EXPENSE LIENS OR MEMBER EXPENSES.
