The first Formula E 

championship was held in Beijing in 2014. The 2023 Formula E championship is to be held 

in Hyderabad. 

Wetland Ex-Situ Conservation Establishment (WESCE) 

• The Rajasthan State Government recently announced the WESCE plan. The 

French Government is to fund this project for a period of eight years. 

• The total cost is estimated to be around Rs 1200 crores. The WESCE is a zoo that

Saudi Arabia 

was the only bid presented at the Congress in Manama after India’s withdrawal in December 

2022.

The India Stack is a collection of APIs. 

Seattle-First US city to ban Caste Discrimination 
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Caste discrimination does not exist in the US by law. However, the tech sector in the 

country has been facing caste discrimination. 

A group of Dalit female engineering from tech big giants like Apple, Microsoft, and Google 

passed a resolution against caste discrimination in the country. 

Protests against the issue have increased in the US in recent times. 

Aksai Chin Railway Line 

The Chinese Government is planning to build a new railway line in the Aksai Chin 

region. The line will run till Pangong Lake. It will run very close to the Line of Actual 

control.

India and Seychelles sign agreement on Maritime Cooperation 

The Information Fusion Centre – Indian Ocean Region of India and the RCOC (Regional 

Coordination Operations Centre) recently signed a Memorandum of Understanding on 

maritime cooperation. 

India has a military base on the Assumption Island of Seychelles. It was built in 1990 and 

was extended in 2016. The country is important for India for its geopolitical location. 

India joins global ‘Agriculture Innovation Mission for Climate’

AIM4C in November 2021. India also joined the global platform.

bilateral and international issues of mutual interest.

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The Adani Group acquired the strategic Israeli port of Haifa for USD 1.2 billion and 

vowed to transform the skyline of this Mediterranean city as part of its decision to invest 

more in the Jewish nation, including opening an artificial intelligence lab in Tel Aviv. 

Adani Group chairman Gautam Adani, whose business empire was rocked by allegations of 

fraud by US short seller Hindenburg Research, appeared alongside Israeli Prime Minister 

Benjamin Netanyahu for signing of the deal to takeover Haifa Port, and spoke of investment 

opportunities. 

Reliance Retail to Accept Digital Currency for Payments 

In the process of the adoption of the Central Bank of Digital Currency (CDDC), Reliance 

Retail started accepting digital rupees or e-rupee for payments at its store. The payment

semiconductor manufacturing unit in Dholera of Gujarat. 

The companies signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Gujarat Government. 

According to the agreement, they will invest Rs 1,54,000 crores in this project. 

The semiconductor plant will be built in the Dholera Special Investment Region in 

Ahmedabad. It is a greenfield industrial city.
