A $500.00 scholarship will be awarded to a high school graduate from each of the following 

schools (Eau Claire North, Eau Claire Memorial, Regis, Immanuel, Altoona, Augusta, and Fall 

Creek). 

 

Selection Criteria: 

Student must have demonstrated good sportsmanship qualities and potential in their 

school/community.  Student must have maintained good academic status with a cumulative 

GPA of 3.0 or above and participated in at least one athletic sports program.  In the 

selection process we would like this scholarship to go to a student who doesn’t get other 

scholarships.
