Where we are now: Building

•  A set of permits is in the works (LandTech is responding to reviewers and oversee the process).

•  Spire architects + Quarry View builders are producing final structural drawings.

•  Quarry View is doing a round of thorough pricing for a reliable building cost estimate, and 

developing a detailed project plan:

• We need to understand stages!  And a quote to take to the bank;

• initial proposal with rough estimate: ~$1,700,000 for building the parish hall;

• additional quote of ~$340,000 for land work.

• Working to get estimates on tree removal. (This will be the first stage of the work. So it begins.)

• A special utilities company has been on the site to locate existing pipes and lines.
