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VA HOME LOAN BASICS

About VA Home Loans

IAW United States Code, Title 38, Chapter 37, The Department of Veterans Affairs helps
Servicemembers, Veterans, and eligible surviving spouses become homeowners. The VA provides a
home loan guaranty benefit and other housing-related programs that help you buy, build, repair, retain,

or adapt a home for your own personal occupancy. VA Home Loans are provided by private lenders,
such as banks and mortgage companies. The VA guarantees a portion of the loan, enabling, at times, the
lender to provide you with favorable terms.

Eligibility

Veteran eligibility is defined by 38 USC § 3702. It includes members currently on Active Duty
with at least 90 days of continuous service. Non-Active Duty eligibility is determined by length of
service, duty status, and, if separated, characterization of service. A Certificate of Eligibility can be

obtained through eBenefits (www.ebenefits.va.gov), by mail, or sometimes through your lender.

Benefits

Purchase Loans help you purchase a home at a competitive interest rate often without requiring

a down payment or private mortgage insurance. Cash Out Refinance loans allow you to take cash
out of your home equity to take care of concerns like paying off debt, funding school, or making

home improvements.

Interest Rate Reduction Refinance Loan (IRRRL): also called the Streamline Refinance Loan

can help you obtain a lower interest rate by refinancing your existing VA loan.

Native American Direct Loan (NADL) Program: helps eligible Native American Veterans

finance the purchase, construction, or improvement of homes on Federal Trust Land, or reduce the
interest rate on a VA loan.

Adapted Housing Grants: help Veterans with a permanent and total service-connected disability

purchase or build an adapted home or to modify an existing home to account for their disability.

Other Resources: many states offer resources to Veterans, including property tax reductions to
