The task

Form three tandem teams.

The profile of the three papers — what the readers expect

There are some general rules on how to write a good news story - see & student handout 9.1.

But, on the other hand, each paper reports to a different audience, so your news story should appeal
to this target group if you want the readers to buy the paper that gives you your job. That means
your news stories will be quite different, although you are reporting on the same debate. Look at the
way this is done in a real paper.
