1.0 Information we may collect from you and your use of this website 

There are various ways in which we may collect information from you: 

 
1.1 Automatic Information 

We automatically receive information about your interaction with this website such as 
IP address, date and time pages were visited and URL details. 

 
1.11 Cookies and how we use them 

Cookies are small files that, if you agree, are placed onto your computer to collect 
information about how you browse the site. The first time you visit our website you 
will see a message at the top of the page. We’ll store a cookie by default on your

 measure how you use the website so it can be updated and improved based 
on your needs.remember the notifications you’ve seen so that we don’t show 
them to you again  

 recall the features you've used and preferences set. 

 
Google Analytics
