ELIGIBILITY: 

- Applicants must currently attend a Michigan college or university. 

- Applicants must be pursuing a course of study in an environmental field. 

- Applicants must have at least a 2.5 academic average, on a 4.0 GPA academic scale. 

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS: 

- Applicants must submit a paper of between 500 and 600 words reflecting their career interests and objectives, and 

how they envision using their education to benefit the environment. 

- Applicants must submit a current copy of their college or university transcripts. 

- Applicants must submit a resume showing all full and part-time employment, education history and extra-curricular 

activities. 

- Applicants must submit a letter of recommendation from their academic advisor, or other appropriate official, 

attesting to their course of study and other aspects of their application. 

- The above materials must be submitted with a cover letter itemizing the enclosures.
