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Kenneth Pennington earned a Master of Arts degree in Musicology from New York University, 
where he studied with Curt Sachs and Gustave Reese, and a Doctor of Music degree in Vocal 
Pedagogy from Indiana University. He taught Voice and Vocal Literature at the University of 
Maryland where he retired in 1987. He chaired the Voice Division from 1963 to 1972. He was 
Artist-in-Residence, Ranum Stajsseminariunz, Denmark, 1972 and 1973. 

He served NATS as Lieutenant-Governor, Regional Governor, Vice-President, and NATSAA 
Coordinator; coordinated three NATS Summer Workshops; and contributed a number of 
articles for the Journal of Singing.
