...Revises Subsisting Service-Wide Review and Monetary Thresholds

The Secretary to the Government
of the Federation (SGF), Mr. Boss
Mustapha indicated that the
government had also approved the
revision of the subsisting service-
wide prior Review Threshold and
Monetary Threshold. The
information was contained in a
circular signed and released last
month.

According to the circular, the
revision became necessary in
order to ensure sustained and
realistic procurement outcomes in
the face of current economic
realities and to enhance budget
implementation and ease of doing
business.

The statement further reads: in
recognition of the changes in the
economic realities of the present
era, the federal government has
approved the revision of the
subsisting Prior Review and
Monetary Threshold for Service-

In the table that follows; under
the approving authority / No

For the Ministerial Tenders
Board, the approving limit was
N20 million and above under
goods, while works has the
threshold of N30 million and
above, but less than N1.5 Billion;
while for and for Non-Consultant
/Consultancy services it stood at
N20 million and but less than
N300 million.

Under the Parastatals Tenders
Board, it has for goods NI10
million and above but less than
N100 million; for works threshold
of N20 million and above, but less
than N500 million; and for Non-
Consultant /Consultancy services
the threshold of N10 million and
above, but less than N 100million.

For Accounting Officer, the
Permanent Secretary, he had
approving authority of less than 20
Million for Goods, while for
works it was less than N30million,
and for Non-Consultant
/Consultancy services the
threshold was less than N20

million.

Other categories of Accounting
Officer, which included Director
Generals and Chief Executive

Officers, wherein the
Executive Secretary of the
Commission, Prof. Abubakar
Adamu Rasheeed, mni, MFR,
FNAL, draws his approving
authority, the threshold was
less than N10 million for
goods, less than N20 million
for works and less than N10
million for Non-Consultant
/Consultancy services
threshold.

Under the International/
national Competitive bidding,
the approving limit was N300
million and above under goods,
while works has the threshold
of N1.5 Billion and above;
while for Non-Consultant
services it stood at
N300million and Consultancy
services remained not

applicable.

For National Competitive
bidding, the approving limit
was N20 million and above
under goods, but less than
N300 million; while works has
the threshold of N30 million
and above but less than
N1.5Billion and above; while
for Non-Consultant services it
stood at N20million and above
but less than N300 million and
Consultancy services remained
not applicable.

On request for quotation, the
approving limit was less than
N20 million under goods, less

than N30 million under works;
while for Non-Consultant
services it stood at less than
N20million and for Consultancy
services remained not
applicable, among others. .

One of the major highlight of the
revisions of the procurement
thresholds was that the Bureau
shall be more disposed to post
review, procurement audit,
surveillance and monitoring
activities, which would help to
check against abuse or breach of
procurement processes and
enforce appropriate sanctions
where necessary in line with the
provisions of the Public
Procurement Act.

The circular from the SGF
further highlighted that the
current approved procurement
thresholds superseded all
subsisting thresholds with the
exception of the special
thresholds approved for
expenditures related to the
Nigerian National Petroleum
Corporation Limited (NNPC),
which is in US Dollar and is self-
adjusting to reflect the
prevailing Naira equivalent
values.

“The implementation of the
Circular is with immediate
effect and the content should be
brought to the attention of all
Accounting Officers for strict
compliance,” he said.
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Senate Passes Bill for Establishing Six More
Law School Campuses

The Senate of the Federal
Republic of Nigeria has endorsed
and approved the establishment of
six additional law school
campuses across the country.

Governor Ganduje believed
the media industry which
suffered equal effect of global
health challenges and
unfriendly economic
environment, deserves similar
national attention accorded
other industries.

Dr. Ganduje who emphasized
that the primary responsibility
of media in agenda setting and
the role of keeping concern
authorities in check for good
governance are largely being
threatened by the economic
challenges, insisted, the need
for government support cannot
be more justified.

Although, the Governor opined
that besides funding
predicament, Nigeria media
environment was equally being
struggled with gap in capacity
and management failure.

The convener of the roundtable,
Vice Chancellor, Federal
university, Kashere, in Gombe
State, Professor Umaru Pate
explained that the conference
drew media executives,
professional and academia to
chart new part towards
addressing funding and
developmental challenges
bedeviling the mainstream
media industry in Nigeria.

It would be recalled that under
the curriculum reengineering
project, the National
Universities Commission
(NUC) had conducted a
comprehensive review of the
entire university curricula, to
which the unbundling of Mass
Communication was an integral
part. At the end of the exercise
the seven new unbundled
programmes in Mass
Communication would then be
domiciled under a new Faculty
of Communication Studies,
which forms one of the
fulcrums of the expanded 17
disciplines of the Nigerian
University System (NUS).

DOCTOR OF PHARMACY (PHARM. D) PROGRAMME IN NIGERIAN
UNIVERSITIES

The attention of the National Universities Commission has been drawn to the anomaly
identified with the Bachelor of Pharmacy (B. Pharm) and Doctor of Pharmacy (Pharm. D)
programmes in some Nigerian Universities.

The Executive Secretary has therefore directed that I convey to the Vice-Chancellors of
Nigerian Universities as follows:

1. The B. Pharm and Pharm. D are two separate degrees programmes awarded in the
Nigerian University System. The duration for the award of the B. Pharm degree is 5
academic sessions and 6 academic sessions for Pharm.D through the UTME entry
mode. Prior to 2015, Universities have been awarding the B. Pharm which is still
obtainable and approved by the NUC. However, in a bid to expand the Pharmacy
profession to incorporate pharmaceutical care and accommodate clinical demand
within the Nigerian educational system, the Pharm. D programme was introduced.

2. The Philosophy behind the establishment of Pharm.D programme in Nigerian
Universities is

“to provide students with a broad balanced foundation in all the areas of
Pharmaceutical Knowledge to further equip them with the ability to apply
Pharmaceutical knowledge in health care delivery system; acquire professional
skills to identify and resolve drug related problems and to impact to the
students, a comprehensive knowledge of Pathophysiology, Therapeutics,
Pharmacokinetics and Toxicology among several other aims and objectives”.

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3. To this end, it is necessary to clarify to all Nigerian Universities that;

i.  B.Pharm and Pharm. D are the two distinct degrees awarded under the Pharmacy
discipline and not to be interchanged;
ii.  B.Pharm and Pharm. D are both undergraduate programmes;
iii.  B.Pharm does not serve as a bridge to the award of Pharm. D;
iv.  Conversion programmes or top-up aimed at upgrading B. Pharm to Pharm.D is not
approved by the Commission; and

4. In view of the foregoing and for the avoidance of doubts, it is illegal for any University

to run conversion programmes from B. Pharm to Pharm. D.

5. The table below shows the Universities the National Universities Commission has
granted approval to run the Pharm D. program.
