- There are several hazards known to cause injuries associated with grounds and land-
- scaping work. The most common are found in the table below.

e Lifting & Awkward Postures e  Manual handling of landscaping tools and materials.

e Electrical Hazards e  Working in proximity to overhead power lines, as well as in wet or
damp locations.

e Noise e Powered equipment such as chainsaws, mowers, trimmers,
chippers, and trenchers.

e Heat/Cold Stress e Working for extended periods of time outdoors in all seasons.
e Slips/ Trips / Falls e Working from bucket trucks, working in trees.
e  Motor Vehicles / Equipment e  Working around traffic, motor vehicles, heavy equipment, and
overhead hazards.
e  Sharp and/or Rotating blades, e Working around rotating blades, chippers, shredders, trimmers,
flying debris chainsaws, mowers.

e  Pesticides / Chemical Exposure e  Working with pesticides, herbicides, fertilizers, gasoline, batteries.

e Trenching / Excavations e Evaluating soil conditions, verifying utility locations, constructing
protective systems, providing safe access/egress.

A proactive safety and health program is essential to prevent
worker injuries and illnesses in this multifaceted industry.
Depending upon the activities involved, landscaping and hor-
! ticultural work may fall under OSHA’s General Industry and/
“or Construction Industry standards. Training can prove chal-
"4 lenging due to the broad range of topics that need to be cov-
ered to protect landscaping and grounds crews. Language
barriers may also hinder the training’s effectiveness.
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Lawn and Landscape Maintenance: This activity includes such tasks as mowing, pruning, chipping, fertilizing, leaf blowing,
pest control, and providing safe transport for crew to and from the job site.

e  Cuts and amputations e Keep clear of rotating mower and brush-cutting blades.
e Maintain saws and cutting equipment in serviceable condition.
e Don’t wear loose clothing around chippers.

e Hand injuries e  Wear gloves.

e  Chemical exposure e Read Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and follow precautions.
Implement an effective Hazard Communication program that in-
cludes employee training.

e Eye injury o  Wear protective goggles when using blowers, mowers, etc.

e Hearing loss e  Wear ear protection when using power equipment.

e  Sprains and Strains e Maintain comfortable mower settings for the worker. Use safe-lifting tech-
niques. Use mechanical means or gain assistance to lift, whenever possi-
ble.

e Vehicle accidents e  Train drivers and maintain vehicles in serviceable condition.

e  Train drivers to watch for pedestrians and vehicular traffic.

Tree Care: Tree care includes activities such as pruning, chipping and removal, plant
& health care, cabling, bracing, transplanting, and fertilizing. Many hazards in the tree
" carc industry are potentially fatal. Exposure to overhead power lines, falling branches
™ and tools, and chainsaw use are just a few of the dangers.

e  Struck by falling debris, cars, e Use PPE (e.g. hard hat)/know drop zone.
lighting, etc.

e  Cuts and amputations e Train safe chainsaw use and wear chaps.

e Eye damage e Wear safety goggles.

e Ear damage e  Wear ear protection for chipping, chainsaw, and other power
equipment.

e Electrocution e  Comply with the 10-foot power line clearance rule (10 feet + 4
inches for every 10kV over 50 kV).

e  Slips, trips and falls e  Use proper PPE and appropriate tie-ins (in tree, bucket, or aerial
platform).
