HIGHWAYS MAINTENANCE ISSUES 
 
Members received an update on outstanding highways maintenance issues (Annex B).  
It was noted that all flood alleviation issues would be dealt with at the meeting of the 
Flood Action Working Party scheduled for 11th December 2018. 
 
R/106 – although the collapsed kerb had been repaired, Cllr Ward reported that the 
pavers in the road outside 42 High Street were loose and sinking.  He was concerned 
that, if not addressed soon, the road could collapse into the drain.  The Deputy Town 
Clerk agreed to report this to Hampshire Highways.

PROJECTS  
 
Members received a progress report on projects (Annex C). 
 
Cllr Treleaven referred to the various projects for town centre improvements (A2 – cycle 
stands, A4 – human sundial, C2 – proposed improvements to be funded by Highways 
England).  He said that these projects were being dealt with in a piecemeal way, but in 
his opinion what was needed was a more holistic approach and the development of a 
vision for the town centre, to include other aspirations such as redevelopment of the 
Regal building and a larger paving area around Market Place. 
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He informed Members of three possible sources of funding, as follows: 
 

• HCC Parish and Town Council Investment Fund 

• Central Government (HCLG) Future High Streets Fund 

• Historic England Partnership Schemes in Conservation Areas Fund 
 
It was agreed that the Town Centre Working Party should have an overarching view on 
town centre improvements, but it was noted that it had not met for some time and had 
most recently been focussing on the human sundial repairs.  It was agreed that a 
meeting of the Working Party should be convened in the New Year, when it was hoped 
that work on the human sundial project would resume with input from HCC, and that 
aspirations for the town centre as a whole should be discussed. 
 
A6 – Sign Painting at Friday’s Cross – it was noted that this project was now complete.  
Cllr Day had expected a contribution from Ringwood Carnival Committee and agreed to 
follow this up. 
 
C1 – Pedestrian Crossings, Christchurch Road – the Deputy Town Clerk had made HCC 
aware of the Town Council’s view that the crossing to the south of the Lidl roundabout 
should be prioritised.  No response had been received. 
 
C5 – Improved Signage for Cycle Path through Forest Gate Business Park – the Deputy 
Town Clerk had carried out an audit of existing cycle route signage in Christchurch 
Road, through the Business Park, along New Street and across Castleman Way, and 
noted that it was very confusing with many “end of route signs”.  In her opinion, the 
signage required a complete review and she had requested that this be carried out by 
HCC.  It was not currently possible to install new signs through the Business Park as the 
existing signs had been installed by the developer as part of a Section 38 legal 
agreement, and the cycle path had not yet been adopted by the highway authority.

The Deputy Town Clerk informed Members that HCC had failed to install a new street 
light in the location in Gorley Road where Mr Ellis had fallen in 2017, although 3 new 
lights had been installed in an adjacent road.  The Town Council had previously agreed 
to consider funding this light, if HCC was unable to, and Mr Ellis had asked if the Council 
would look at this again.  It was clear that HCC did not now intend to install any 
additional lighting in the area, and had in fact said that the level of lighting more than 
meets current standards.  Members therefore agreed not to allocate funds for a new 
light.

2) That the £3,000 included in the 2018/19 budget for Neighbourhood 

Planning be carried forward for inclusion in the 2019/20 budget;

DRAFT BUDGET 2019/2020 

 
1.  INTRODUCTION 
 
1.1   Members are required to consider the budget proposals for 2019/20 for this 

 Committee and to make recommendations to the Policy and Finance Committee. 

1.2 To assist Members, the following draft documents are attached:- 

 Appendix A:  Shows the progress made on the new expenditure items approved for 
inclusion in the 2018/19 budget together with proposals for new expenditure bids for 
2019/20.  

 Appendix B:  Shows the approved original budget 2018/19 of £19,691 (including 
non-recurring growth of £11,400, of which £8,000 is to be funded from reserves), the 
draft revised budget 2018/19 of £16,012 which reflects the forecast outturn for 
2018/19 together with the first draft budget for 2019/20 of £16,700 which excludes 
any new bids.  

 For comparison, actual net expenditure in 2017/18 was £15,364 before transfers to 
and from provisions and £14,364 after transfers. 

  

2. REVISED BUDGET 2018/19  
 
2.1 The revised budget (column 4 Appendix B) shows a net decrease of £3,670 over the 

original budget (column 3). The main reasons for this are:-

1. Neighbourhood Plan scheme now deferred until 2019/20  -3,000 
2. Reduced Employee costs  -870

4. Other minor decreases in expenditure -206

2.2 The work on Crow Lane maintenance is funded by developer’s contributions. This is 

being written down annually and the balance at the end of March 2019 will be 
£3,664.   

2.3 The revised budget includes updated budgets in a number of areas where it is 
apparent that current budgets are unlikely to be spent and there is some evidence 
that the full budgets are not likely to be required in the current year. 

 
3. FIRST DRAFT BUDGET 2019/20 
 
3.1 The base budget for 2019/20 has been prepared on an incremental basis by rolling 

forward the 2018/19 budget and adjusting for non recurring expenditure and known 
inflationary cost changes. Other than for pay costs, there will only be general 
inflationary increases of 2.0% applied where budgets are typically largely spent or 
overspent. Other specific adjustments for inflation have been applied where these 
are known and unavoidable, e.g. for insurance.  
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3.2 Analysis of historic spend (from April 2013) across Town Council budgets has 
revealed a number of areas where budgets may no longer be required or may be 
reduced to release savings. Small savings have been identified within this 
Committee’s budget which mitigate, to some extent, any inflationary increases. 

 
3.3 Appendix B show sets out the summary budget figures for the Committee. The draft 

budget excludes any new expenditure bids. New bids that are being brought forward 
for consideration are set out in Appendix A. 

 
3.4  The Committee is asked to consider the new bids in Appendix A and the draft budget 

proposals in Appendix B. These will then go forward to the Policy & Finance 
Committee later in December for consideration as part of the Council’s total budget. 

 
3.5 There will be a further opportunity to review the budget proposals at the next meeting 

of this Committee in January 2019. 
 
 
4. NEW BIDS 2019/20 
  
4.1 New non-recurring bids for 2019/20, amounting to £3,000, have been proposed. This 

is in respect of the Neighbourhood Plan work which was originally planned for 
2018/19 but has been deferred. The funds for this work will be transferred to the 
General Fund and will be available in 2019/20.  

  
 
5. RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

It is recommended that, subject to amendments made at this meeting:
