We are invited so perhaps some
are not! At the great moments of the liturgical year, the Church invites all
her children to join the holy journey, the holy feast, the holy moment. We
began Lent with such an invitation.

As the March days pass so we come to the end of the month for the
greatest invitation of all — to immerse ourselves in the great three days of
the Triduum: three days, one solemn liturgy from Maundy Thursday
through Good Friday to the Great Easter Vigil. The invitation is a wide one
and all of us should feel special, not because we have been singled out, but
because in accepting the invitation we shall join pilgrims and believers, new
and long-standing, young and old, near and far, in being together as one
Church uniting in this great moment. Mark your calendars. You're invited.
